England Cricket Tour 2011 Summary

The 1stXI Cricket Team returned last week from a highly successful and enjoyable tour of England which saw them win 7 out of 8 completed school matches, an 8th in a T20 match versus a ‘UK Old Grey XI’, and be robbed of a 9th only by the interference of some good old fashioned English Summer weather. The Grey men played some excellent cricket with all 14 members of the squad contributing to the fine set of results and the fantastic spirit within the group. Eddie Moore captained excellently as well as scoring three half centuries and taking 12 wickets. Jaycin Snyman scored 355 runs at an average of over 50, with a half century against Millfield and a blazing 183* against Oratory. Andre Carse, Luke Parker, and Lloyd Brown each scored their maiden half centuries for the 1stXI, with Carse and Brown both averaging over 40 for the tour. There was also a match-winning half century and a criminal record for Josh Dippenaar, useful wickets from Blignaut, Samboer, and Bopp, who also averaged 35 with the bat, grafting and exuberance in the field from Shaun Osborne, some effective lower order hitting from Reinhold du Randt, and a long-awaited first cap for Dassie de Wet. Special mention however must go to Shaakir Abrahams. ‘Shakes’ only switched to bowling left arm spin full time in January and proved to be too much for English batsmen as he finished the tour with a remarkable haul of 20 wickets at an average of 8.4 runs per wicket, and at an economy rate of just 2.24 runs per over.
